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When We Sing,
We Pray Twice!

We who sing in choirs often take pride in the
phrase in my titte—we’re Double-Prayers!

We can be moved by certain melodies, even if
they aren’t associated with words. A Psalm text reminds us that even
our groans can be prayers when we don’t have any words to offer
up to God. So, I'm feeling a bit better about the fact that sometimes |
just whistle hymn tunes, and | see that even whistling can be a prayer.
So sing, hum, whistle, or even groan daily, God will hear your
prayer!
